“I think I played a good match, although she also played very well. It was a very tough, long match but I am so happy to advance. I had many chances in the first set at game point and break point but could not make it. I just tried to fight every point.”

“She (Urszula Radwanska) became a little disappointed in the third set, and I just continued to try and focus for every point and play my best.”
“She (Marion Bartoli) is a great player, ranked in the top-10. We played in Miami. I just want to try my best and hope that I can continue to play some great tennis.”

“This is the first top-10 win for me. I’ve had a very good last six months. I actually have been playing a lot of tennis, a lot of matches. I started in the states, won a few titles on the ITF circuits and it has been going well from there.”

“Today, I think I had a bit of an advantage having already played a few qualifying matches and a first-round win. I knew the courts and the conditions, and I’m sure this was her first match in awhile. I was hitting the ball well, felt I had to go after her and dictate, and try to really take control of the match. I was nervous at the start but picked it up in the second set. In the third set, she started to spray some balls, which ended up being good for me.”
“If my serve is going, I can definitely get some control over the points and start being aggressive. For someone like Azarenka, who is a great returner, she wasn’t really killing the ball as much as she likes. So I guess I was serving pretty well.”
Serena Williams
“I was a little sluggish out there today, not moving well. Then I just got upset that I was out there, and started playing well enough to win … It’s also good to play more matches and get match-fit.”
“I started out fine. I took that injury timeout and after that, I just became real sluggish. I was doing fine up until then. I always tape my ankles to be preventative, but I think it was too tight and I developed a blister on the back. I just had to re-tape it.”
“I was really thinking I played great today. But you have to play two sets to win a match, at least in women’s tennis.”
Sabine Lisicki
“It’s very fortunate we had to play against each other so early in the tournament. We had some amazing weeks together in doubles, so it was very tough. I had never beaten her before and had a pretty bad record against her. So I knew I had to serve well and play a very good match to beat her.”
“I know how she plays. I think after the injury, I am a better player. I’m a little bit more complete, which helps me and I’m also a little more calm. I was able to serve well in the crucial moments tonight and that also helped me a lot.”
