I thought she played two great matches in the first couple of rounds and I wish her a speedy recovery. I was really hoping to get one more set in but unfortunately, it was not possible for her to carry on. Now I just try to move on tomorrow.”
“I think it was when I hit the drop shot volley. I went to the net and hit the drop shot volley, and because the wind was against me, the ball almost had a reverse spin and got closer to the net than what she was expecting. I think she hurt her ankle at the front, like she stopped and pushed on it. The surface is really slippery even though it is hard court and there is not much grab on the surface.”
“I have two more tournaments coming up with Toronto and Cincinnati, so hopefully I will be able to have some good runs over there. In the past years, I have been playing way too much before the U.S. Open. This year I’m trying to get as deep as possible in each tournament that I play but not to arrive burned out for the U.S. Open. So I have to be really smart with my schedule, stay healthy, stay fit and arrive with maximum energy for the U.S. Open.”

“Agnieszka is a really tough opponent to play. She brings back a lot of balls, so I knew I had to serve well and play well while really going for my shots without making too many mistakes. I think that’s what I did well in the third set, and I think I played a good match.”
“It was long and a touch match for both sides. I was able to serve well during the third set and get my game back on track. I think it went well.”

“My conditioning is much better. Before the injury, I would not have been able to last that long and play on such a high level for the entire match. I think it comes with experience, how to work and what kind of conditioning to go with. You have to focus on so many aspects of your game these days, which makes it tough.  My goal is to improve every day and that’s what is happening, so I’m happy.”

“I still feel confident from Wimbledon and players are afraid to play me right now because I play really fast. That gives me a lot of confidence. This is the only the first tournament of a long season, so you take every match step by step but this was probably the best match I played here by far.”

“I didn’t get advantages on serves or returns today, even when I had chances to change a few things around, I just couldn’t do it … I would hit one good ball and then I would stop. I didn’t feel like I was ready for the next one. I really just felt late and sluggish out there. It was just one of those days were nothing really went through.”

“She’s taken a lot of time and been through injuries before. I’m sure she is experienced enough to know that you have to come back when you are fully ready and feeling good, so you don’t repeat an injury. You expect when she comes out there she is not doing it just to play a match, she is trying to win.”

“I had a fast start, so that’s always good. It gives you a little confidence. Playing someone in the top-five, you can’t go into the match with your mind a little everywhere, so you have to be serious.”
“I’m just trying to get there. That was only a quarterfinal match. If it were the final or semifinals, then it would have been a little bit better.”

“I consider everyone I play an intense rival, especially when you play them multiple times. It’s nice to get really intense.”
“A win like tonight definitely tells me I can compete in the top-five. I’m still climbing though and this is just one match. It’s not the U.S. Open and it’s not Wimbledon or any other Grand Slam. But it’s a big win during the hard court season for me, so I have to look at it both ways.”
